Fermented and brewed like beer, it 

is served like wine and is characterised as a wine due to its higher alcohol content. Sake has an 

incredibly diverse range of flavours. 

 

From sweet to dry, fruity to floral, bold to elegant, earthy to herbal and with over 14,000 different 

sakes produced by over 1,800 sake breweries worldwide, there is something for everyone.
